 The Approach OhioFAN uses to fulfill its mission is to identify grassroots conservatives and conservative organizations throughout Ohio, help them to get connected to each other, and promote allied efforts through communication and coordination. 
 
The scope of OhioFAN includes national and state levels of government.

 

Sharing the MCFAN website, we maintain a list of links to all conservative organizations that we can identify throughout the state, and post all of their events and announcements on our own Announcements page (providing a single source for all events statewide).  We are charter members of a NorthWest Ohio affiliation of conservative organizations and are forming an affiliation of conservative organizations for NorthEast Ohio.  By connecting 10 groups of 10 individuals, we can mobilize the combined effort of 100.  By making the best use of the specific strengths of each of those individuals, we can have the combined impact of 150 or more.

OhioFAN has participated in two Cleveland Tea Parties, attended the first Cincinnati Tea Party, supported all 28 Tea Parties on April 15, participated in three of them and helped organize two (Cleveland and Medina).  We continue to lend our support to community Tea Party and other public events throughout the state.  We also continue to help other conservative organizations to get started up and have provided training (grassroots organizing, precinct canvassing) throughout the state.
Our statewide distribution list includes nearly 200 leaders of conservative organizations throughout the state, and through them our Action Alerts are estimated to reach more than 10,000 conservatives.  The most recent Action Alert helped precipitate the barrage of phone calls, faxes, emails and personal visits from people like you that nearly resulted in the defeat of the Cap & Trade bill in the House of Representatives.  That “near defeat” has caused runaway “transformational” legislation to slow down.
 

AmFANEdu
The Mission of American Friends And Neighbors, Education (AmFANEdu) is to reverse the liberal political indoctrination of America and restore the general understanding of and commitment to the principles of our constitutional republic, the free market economy and traditional American values.

 The Approach AmFANEdu uses to fulfill its mission is to identify and prioritize target audiences, acquire appropriate educational content, and distribute the content to the target audiences with the aid of a network of conservative organizers and organizations which are trained and supported in community grassroots advocacy by AmFANEdu.  A key role of AmFANEdu is to train and help organize conservative advocates who will promote conservative principles into the K-12 curriculum, onto the college campuses, and into their communities.  AmFANEdu funds the civic educational activities of MCFAN and OhioFAN.
The scope of AmFANEdu includes the federal, state, county, school district and school levels.
At the school district level we have been effective in challenging political indoctrination in K-12 public schools (e.g., requiring that presentation of “An Inconvenient Truth” on global warming be accompanied by an opposing conservative viewpoint, or dropped from the curriculum).  We have also been instrumental in opposing the 30 year long Oberlin, Ohio School District policy of excluding the Pledge of Allegiance from their classrooms.
