The September 25th Muslim Prayer Event in DC

Dear Michael, 

As you might guess, we have received emails expressing concern and asking questions about the “Islam on Capitol Hill” event planned for September 25th. 

In response to those questions Guy Rodgers and I have prepared this email to you, our chapter leaders, to hopefully provide you an understanding of how our leadership team is strategically analyzing this event and how that analysis is informing our decisions regarding how to respond to it. (Please feel free to forward this to those in your chapters and others who have contacted you and asked questions about this event). 

It is this kind of strategic thinking, analysis and application, that has helped propel ACT! for America to the place of being the largest grassroots organization in America dedicated to combating the threat of radical Islam. 

First, rest assured that we have looked at the organizing website very carefully. I have read and translated the Arabic on the site. 

The organizers have worked very hard to posture this event as solely a day of prayer and unity for America, and to avoid the appearance of being radical. Indeed, one of the two Koran reciters is touted as having stood with President Bush at New York’s ground zero and condemned the 9/11 terrorist attacks. The other, in an interview in June, 2005, appeared to criticize Muslims who march and pound the podium and clamor “Islam is coming…”, and exhorted Muslims to clean up the “garbage” in the Islamic capitals of the world. 

Yet suspicions linger that there is more to this event than meets the eye. We, along with many others, are asking: Is this a situation where Islamic taqiyya (use of deception to advance Islam) is at work? Does the slogan “Our time has come” have a different meaning for Islamists than what is being peddled to Americans? Are there Islamic radicals involved in this event, behind the scenes? Is this but one more example of Muslims using our freedoms to stealthily advance an Islamist political agenda? 

Given the way Islamists have “played” the West for decades, and as a native of the Middle East knowing the Islamic culture as I do, it would be foolish not to conclude that there is a good probability the answer to most or all of these questions is “yes.” 

However, unlike Islamic countries generally, we in America do in fact respect the right of people, with whom we disagree, to assemble and express themselves peaceably. Unlike those Islamic countries, there is freedom for religion here. Those within our borders are free to practice their faith in peace and in harmony with our Constitution and laws, and this includes Muslims. 

But our respect for our Constitution, our laws, and our liberties is why we are pushing back against radical Islam. Pushing back against the supremacist political jihadist ideology embedded in Islam and its theocratic law system, shariah. Pushing back against this ideology and law system, which is incompatible with American law and liberties and is practiced by most Muslim governments and hundreds of millions of Islamists worldwide. 

Because ACT! for America honors and respects America’s cherished values and freedoms we will not organize a counter-demonstration to protest or oppose the right of Muslims to gather and pray peacefully in our nation’s capital. While Christians, Jews, Hindus and others would have no such right to assemble and pray in Saudi Arabia or Iran, we will extol the blessings of the Bill of Rights we enjoy here in America — the blessings we are working every day to protect from the evil of radical Islam. 

We will not play into the hands of Islamists, and their politically correct allies in the media, government, and academia, who would like nothing better than to proclaim a story line that falsely claims “anti-Muslim bigots disrupt peaceful Muslim prayer gathering.” We acknowledge the right of Muslims to peaceably assemble even if they don’t acknowledge ours. This is why immigrants from around the world, seeking freedom and opportunity, want to come to America — and not to Saudi Arabia, Yemen, Iran, or dozens of other Muslim countries. 

This does not mean we are sitting still. ACT! for America is taking action to confirm that what is being promoted for September 25th is what actually takes place. Will the supremacist political ideology and shariah law of radical Islam rear its ugly head? We’ll know soon. 

In addition, I will make myself available for media interviews this week, as well as after the September 25th event, to discuss the realities of political Islam and shariah law in light of the Muslim prayer event on Capitol Hill. Our respect for constitutional rights does not mean we will be silent about the threats radical Islam poses to those rights. We will take advantage of the publicity surrounding the Muslim prayer event to further our mission of enlightening and mobilizing Americans to push back against the threat of radical Islam. 

I am writing you this email 30,000 feet in the sky on my way to record a half hour special with Fox television in Texas tomorrow morning about the spread of radical Islam in the US. I am on standby for Fox News this week to discuss the rise of radical Islam in America and already sent them my schedule through my publicist. 

We have met many of you, our chapter leaders, and of course Kelly has met or talked with most of you. You are great Americans who feel passionately about the threat of radical Islam to America. Our leadership team couldn’t be prouder to be associated with you. You understand the realities and the evil of radical Islam in a way most Americans do not, and you are taking action to combat that evil. 

Make no mistake, we have a tremendous challenge facing us, working to protect our nation, communities and families from those who would use our very freedoms to destroy us. Be encouraged! We are making progress. For example, many Members of Congress and elected state and local officials are now aware of ACT! for America. They are hearing from us and they are becoming increasingly informed about the threats radical Islam poses to America. 

In our service to you we want to ensure that what we do honors your passion, your patriotism, AND the values that we cherish here in America. You deserve the best we can give you. That includes, especially, discerning how best to act and react to events like the Muslim prayer event on September 25th. That means not only working hard but working SMART. 

We thank you for your support of and continued commitment to ACT! for America. Together, we will prevail in our mission to roll back the rising tide of radical Islam.
