Breakfast Overview
1. The breakfasts are a social event concerning political, economic and cultural issues of interest to the participants.

2. They are open to the public, and the public is invited regardless of whether attendees are registered as Republicans, Democrats or otherwise.  
3. Because the breakfasts are a public, social event, they provide a casual and comfortable way for the average citizen to become aware of what is going on, become interested, potentially get involved and then help us make an impact in the community, state and nation depending upon their interests, abilities and motivation.
4. The process we use was refined in Cobb County, Georgia, which at the time we developed the process was the 2nd largest Republican county in the U.S.  On more than one occasion, our county party’s voter turnout decided statewide elections.    Participants have included former Speaker of the House Newt Gingrich, Rep. Bob Barr, the late Sen. Paul Coverdell, Sen. Johnny Isaakson, Sen. Saxby Chambliss, Sen. Mac Collins, Rep. Phil Gingrey and Gov. Sonny Perdue among a host of others.  The process was extended to Fulton County Georgia where Newt Gingrich, Rep. John Linder and Sonny Perdue participated, among others.
5. Breakfasts were timed originally to 1) avoid the busy schedule of evening activities during the week (e.g., internal Republican activities) and 2) get candidates running for office up early, give them a practice run speaking, get them fired up and out the door campaigning on Saturday morning by 10 AM).  This was before Saturday morning soccer, etc. became such an American passion.  In spite of this conflict, we are not aware of a better time to get together on a recurring basis.

6. In the past, we have found these breakfasts to become a “foundation” activity for the organization, as they provided a way for all of the people on all the different committees, sub-committees and work teams to get together and connect with others in the organization as a whole.  The busier an organization becomes, the more they seem to appreciate the “all-hands” nature of the breakfast meetings.

7. We have also found these breakfasts to be a key “welcome center” for new blood to fill our need for supporters, contributors, volunteers, party positions and candidates for public office.
