Colorado Grassroots Precinct Organizing

Our precinct caucuses are March 16, 2010.  We already have a cooperative working relationship with over 50 grassroots groups across Colorado, which is good for a state with only 4.5 million people.  We have 64 counties with 3559 precincts and are registering people from our grassroots groups to cover as many as we can to get delegates, alternates & people to vote for them at the precincts.  Then, the 64 county caucuses are to be held between 3/25 & 4/16 -- most are occurring on Saturday, 4/10.  The Republican State Assembly is May 22.  In 2008, 25% of the alternates were seated so that's why we want to get as many alternates in addition to delegates as possible.  We've already been having registration drives, primarily to get people to affiliate as R since most of our members already are registered voters -- we just had many with "U" which doesn't help in the primary process, as you well know.  We were successful in getting quite a number across the state to affiliate so now we're focusing on getting them to the caucuses. 

 

We've confirmed that there is no paperwork to complete prior to being chosen as a delegate or alternate.  You show up, make your pitch to those attending and they vote among those vying for the delegate & alternate seats.  But in most of our precincts if you have 10 people with you to vote for you, you win.  Winners complete paperwork & then attend County caucus next.  Straw poll for the races is taken in every precinct on 3/16. 

 

Please see the summary and web link below.  This is the tool most of the Colorado Tea Party, 9.12 Project & other conservative groups that cooperate with us have agreed to use for caucus mobilization.  In addition their precinct, people are volunteering to help organize their whole county and/or County & Congressional District (we have 7).

How it works:

 

1.  Within the website is a precinct registration page where members can register their precinct information into a database.  (Please view the page to see what information is collected)

2.  The information in this database is then stored and can automatically be set to purge and email information by county, precinct, etc to whomever is working that county or precinct

3.  Using this database we can easily identify who wants to help in their precinct or their county

4.  The various organizations in the county should work together to determine their plan of action 

5.  Robo-calls and direct mailers can be used if needed to target counties and areas we have no contacts (Americans for Prosperity has graciously offered to help with funding)

6.  I'll be working on putting together county and precinct guides (any input or resources is appreciated)

7.  This database can then easily be used for Get Out the Vote in the primaries and the November election

 

In the first 48 hours of it going live there were over 200 registrations from 12 different counties.  

We have coverage in every CD, now we're working toward coverage in every county even if we can't get every precinct "manned" before 2012.

 

Since we have over 50 groups, most from different cities, we might be able to have 25 locations just for our state if you haven't heard from another state with caucuses interested in this training.  Thank you.
