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Petitions to “Read the Bill” before voting

to be Presented to US Congressional Members


In order to have a truly representative government, US Congressional members should be fully knowledgeable and well-informed about the bills they are voting on before actually voting to pass those bills.  Moreover they should be committed to the best interests and will of the people, whom they have been elected to represent.
Medina County Friends and Neighbors (mcfan.org) has collected over 2,400 signatures on petitions requesting that the two members of Ohio’s U.S. Congressional delegation from Medina County read, understand and publicly post on the internet for 72 hours any legislation before voting “Yes” to pass the bills.  These signatures were obtained in seven days from passersby at the MCFAN booth at the Medina County Fair.
The signatures will be presented to the Honorable John Boccieri, US Congressman of the Ohio 16th Congressional District on August 25th at 2 PM at his Canton district office and the Honorable Betty Sutton, US Congresswoman of the Ohio 13th Congressional District on August 27 at 2 PM at her Elyria district office.

The petitions reflect a non-partisan concern of Ohio citizens that members of the U.S. House of Representatives and Senate are not performing adequate deliberation before voting to pass significant legislation.  There have been repeated reports in the national media that many members of Congress are not reading potential legislation (House bills) before voting “Yes” on those bills.  H.R. 2454 (“Cap and Trade”) was passed by the House of Representatives apparently without having been read in its entirety by a single member of Congress.  H.R. 3200 (“Nationalized Health Care”) was scheduled for a vote on the same day on which 300 pages of amendments were introduced in the early morning hours.
MCFAN is a non-partisan conservative grassroots organization based in Medina whose purpose it is to help citizens to become actively and effectively involved in civic activity.  Noted MCFAN co-founder Jim Woods, “At the Medina County Fair the people spoke clearly and consistently; they expect their elected Representatives to ‘Read The Bill!’ before they vote to pass legislation.”
