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WE’RE READY, ONCE AGAIN

In September, we submitted the proposed Sovereignty Amendment to the Ohio Constitution to the Ohio Attorney General for certification.  The process requires that a “Summary” be attached with the proposed amendment.  The summary is supposed to represent a “fair and truthful” statement of what is contained in the amendment.

The Attorney General rejected the summary, and therefore, we were forced to reconstruct a new summary.  However, this gave us an opportunity to also edit the proposed amendment and include many great suggestions we had received.

After a month of intense editing and hammering out some of the new important points, we have completed the new amendment language.  Some of the new important points are:

· Citizens have the right to “monitor” government.

· The Constitution invokes a duty for reasonable conduct upon Citizens and public servants, alike.

· Prohibits government from licensing, taxing, and otherwise depriving people the free exercise of their fundamental (natural) rights.

· Regulatory laws may only be created as minimally necessary, and only upon production of evidence that clearly justifies such laws.

· Ohio government shall have no authority to operate in a self-serving capacity.

· Emergency provisions may only be enacted when there is a clear and present danger to the public health and safety.

· A formal Ohio dictionary must be composed whereby all Ohio laws must be written and interpreted, and it must be available to the public.

· When the Supreme Court has determined that an unconstitutional condition exists in the law, then the public must be notified and given instruction.  And, the Supreme Court cannot waive jurisdiction until the matter is resolved.

· Federal government shall not make arrests in Ohio except through the county Sheriff, and only upon presentment of a valid federal judicial warrant.

· The governor shall be responsible to ensure that all functions of government are performed in strict compliance with the Ohio Constitution.

· The office of Sheriff shall be elevated to a constitutionally-protected office, not merely statutory.  And, he shall have the power to deputize Citizens and call into service other Sheriffs as the situation dictates.

· The Sheriff shall have supreme enforcement authority of the Constitution within his county of jurisdiction.

· The courts shall have the duty to protect the peoples’ fundamental rights and other constitutional protections in every proceeding, whether or not the person expressly preserves them.

· The people cannot waive their fundamental rights through ignorance or negligence.

· Principles of law, good government, individual responsibility, personal integrity and others should be encouraged in all schools within Ohio.

· To preserve Ohio sovereignty, there can be no amendments to the Ohio Constitution or laws enacted that surrenders the peoples’ sovereignty or Ohio sovereignty to any foreign power or private interest.  Any attempt to do so would be deemed an act of aggression against the people in Ohio, and the perpetrators subject to penalties.

· The effect of existing laws during the transition phase has been significantly revised.

· To enforce the Constitution and protect the people from governmental abuse, a new private Citizens organization shall be assembled for bringing grievances against government.  This organization will provide an unprecedented ability for the people to be heard and obtain timely remedy without forfeiting their own financial resources.

We believe these changes are necessary and will provide the people in Ohio the power to exercise reasonable and effective control over Ohio government.  We also believe that these changes will help to protect all people in Ohio from federal governmental abuse and arrest without a valid judicial warrant.  It will be the duty of the Sheriff to exercise such authority as appropriate to ensure such protections.

So, now is the time we must, again, rally the peoples’ support.  Attached, you will find the new petition for the proposed Ohio Sovereignty Amendment.  Please print off a copy, follow the instructions, and acquire qualified signatures.  To resubmit the amendment to the Attorney General, we need a minimum of 1,000 qualified signatures.  That means that we will be collecting 1,500 to 1,800 total signatures to make sure we have enough “qualified” ones.

Our objective is to resubmit the petitions by the end of November.  We need everyone’s help.  Take it to your meetup groups, families, friends, neighbors, churches, etc.  We have found that the people we talk to are overwhelmingly cooperative in signing the petitions.  If you have difficulties or questions, don’t hesitate to contact us.  If you want us to make an appearance at your meeting, just let us know.  When completed, please send us your petitions.

We have all been looking for solutions.  We have pleaded with our legislators and congressmen, yet they do not listen.  It is time for us to take matters into our own hands and mandate, once and for all, for government to adhere to our Constitutions and protect our Rights and Liberties.
