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Purpose of Proposed Amendment:
Currently, the people of Ohio are seeking a solution for the existing barrage of federal legislation destined to usurp their Rights and Liberties, place them and their posterity into perpetual financial servitude, and surrender the sovereignty of our nation to foreign powers.

No one has proposed or initiated a solution to the said problems … until now.

The people of Ohio hold the power to control Ohio government, who in turn has the power to control the federal government.  It is time for the people of Ohio to stop shirking their civil responsibilities.  By exercising our sovereignty over government in Ohio and other states, the people can regain the power to demand that federal government comply with the federal Constitution.

To put such a plan into action, we are proposing a SOVEREIGNTY AMENDMENT TO THE OHIO CONSTITUTION.

Overview of the Proposed Sovereignty Amendment:
We are proposing that the following principles of law and good government be expressly stated in the Ohio Constitution:

(1) That all Ohio laws must be constitutionally compliant BEFORE they are enacted and enforced against the people.

(2) That all Ohio laws not compliant with the Ohio Constitution are null and void.

(3) That Ohio government has a duty to protect the people in Ohio from abuse by the federal government.

(4) That all public servants who knowingly violate the Constitution shall be held accountable for their offenses.
(5) That every public servant’s duty is to uphold the Constitution in performance of his duties.

(6) That the Ohio Constitution is the controlling instrument upon which all powers and authorities of the state depend, and without which the state has no power to act.

(7) That the purpose of the Constitution is to establish a government designed to protect the Rights and Liberties of the people with minimal governmental interference.

(8) That all powers to change Ohio government lie solely with Ohio Citizens.

(9) That government has no purpose except to protect the Rights and Liberties of the people by due process of law.

(10) That Ohio Citizens forever hold the sovereign power and authority over Ohio government.

(11) That Citizens have a duty to obey only those laws established in strict compliant with the Constitution.

(12) That natural and fundamental Rights and Liberties belong to all people, Citizen or not.

(13) That Ohio shall operate solely as a Republic form of government.

(14) That government has a duty to faithfully, diligently, and prudently exercise its powers and authorities.

(15) That Ohio forever holds sovereign power over the federal government.

(16) That the powers of Ohio government are limited to those specifically granted by the Ohio Constitution.

(17) That the Rights of every man and woman to Life, Liberty, Property, and the Pursuit of Happiness are common to all, absolute, and necessary in their ordinary course of life.

(18) That such Rights are outside the legislative control of government, except as reasonable and minimally necessary for the public health and safety, i.e. no licensure, taxation, or activities that deprive one of his rights shall be permitted.

(19) That Ohio government shall not usurp any powers from the people not granted by this Constitution.

(20) That Ohio government cannot enter into contracts or other agreements, whether public or private, contrary to the purposes and intent of the Constitution and best interests of its Citizens.

(21) That all Ohio laws must specifically state their constitutional authority and upon whom they operate.

(22) That Ohio government shall construct a clear and precise dictionary of all legal terms and phrases, which shall be relied upon in the writing and interpretation of all Ohio laws and made readily available to the people.

(23) That all powers and authorities of government affected by an unconstitutional law must immediately cease.

(24) That the Supreme Court of Ohio cannot withhold a decision concerning a law’s unconstitutionality on the premise that such decision would burden the government or offend any public servant.

(25) That the federal government has no authority to enforce federal law in Ohio except through the county Sheriff.

(26) That public servants have a duty to address grievances of the people and to produce documents to the people as requested and necessary to address said grievances.

(27) That the governor’s primary duty is to ensure that all government functions comply with the Constitution.

(28) That the Sheriff is the highest authority in the county to enforce the Constitution.

(29) That judges have a duty to ensure that the people’s Rights and Liberties are protected in the courts.

(30) That government shall promote education that encourages truth, high morals, honor, integrity, personal responsibility, the study of law and good government, creativity, courage, charity, spirituality, defense, preparedness, and preservation.

(31) That the proposed amendment shall be controlling over every application of law in Ohio.

(32) That all existing laws must be amended to comply with the Constitution after this amendment becomes effective.

(33) That the government has 4 years to comply with the modification of existing laws.

(34) That there shall be an Ohio Citizens Civil Enforcement Authority created, that operates outside of government, with the authority and resources to bring grievances and file suit against government entities.

(35) That said Ohio Citizens Civil Enforcement Authority shall represent the voice of the people when the mechanisms of government fail.

(36) That a statewide Citizens network be created to give the people immediate power to create or amend laws to protect the people’s Rights and Liberties and enforce government compliance with the Constitutions.
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WHAT IS IT GOING TO TAKE

TO GET OUR COUNTRY BACK !!!

As we gather anxiously listening to people telling us what is wrong with America and how our leaders are destroying the fundamental principles upon which our nation was built, there are some who are tired of hearing about the problems -- some are ready to take action.

We are ready to take action, not be whining to our Legislators and Congressmen, but with direct intervention.  The time is at hand that the people must exercise their rightful powers under the Constitution to amend government.

Though our Constitutions create a fine system of government, they do not adequately protect us from corrupt leadership.  Therefore, we are proposing to amend the Ohio Constitution with express language that holds Ohio government accountable when they operate outside their limited powers and authorities or contrary to the Constitution’s purposes and intent.  By regaining control over state government, we are better prepared to regain control over the federal government.
